To
create the look, Lembo curls the entire head using a
curling wand, then separates the hairinto sections
and loops the needle and thread through the curls.
For an extra sparkle, she’ll occasionally substitute
gold or silver thread. At the end of the night, all you
have to dois cut the thread and let the curls fall where
