Stemless bar-
ware, such as this gold-flecked Aliseo flute (in Gold
Leaf, $95, tableortonline.com) and Coro glassware
(548 for 4, serenoondlily.com), sets a celebra-
tory mood but is sturdier than stemmed varieties.
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For a look that’s cohesive but not one-note, mix me-
tallic Martha Stewart Collection glass ornaments
(from $15 per box, macys.com) in matte, shiny, and
pearlescent finishes. This golden cheese knife set
(5198, anthropologie.com) includes four models,
arming you for everything from gooey Camembert
to hard, aged Gouda. Midas-worthy Dorit wood
candleholders (in Short, $75 eoch, pelledesigns.com)
and tapers (in Metollic Gold, 12, $17.75 per pair,
creativecandles.com) cast a lovely glow even before
you light them. Decorating for the holidays doesn’t
get easier than stringing up gold paper garlands
($35, olderondcoshop.com) in unexpected spots.

Serve it with deliciously
crunchy Jan's Farmhouse crisps ($8. formoggio
kitchen.com), and you have hors d'oeuvres covered.
A box of sweet and savory French Brood solted
honey coromels (from $12, frenchbroodchocolotes

.com) makes a great thanks-for-having-me present.

Serve citrusy Nino Franco Rustico Prosecco (518,
wine.com) straight up or in a cocktail. Kotz Orgonic
December’s New 0il (524, katzandco.com) is a
deliciously bright and grassy olive oil.
